Science: Weather in my World

Every day the weather affects our work and leisure activities. The weather influences our decisions about
what to wear and the things we do. The accurate prediction of weather patterns and interpretation of
weather forecasts are very important to our lifestyles and economy. Students’ beliefs about the air, sun and
wind will be developed as they work through hands-on activities. Through investigations, they will increase
their knowledge of how the characteristics of weather affect their daily lives. Students will also be exploring
their 5 senses through a range of different experiences around the school. This learning area will be taught, but
not assessed and reported on.

Humanities and Social Sciences: My Family History
Students will explore the nature and structure of families, identify their own personal history, important

events celebrated in their lives, and identify how people and objects help them to remember. This learning
area will be taught, but not assessed and reported on.

Health and Physical Education (HPE):

For Health, students will explore the Zones of Regulation and how they can implement the strategies in this
program to enhance their daily lives and communicate more effectively with others. For PE, students will
perform a range of fundamental movement skills and apply them to solve movement challenges. They apply
practices to keep themselves safe, including following rules in simple games. This learning area will be taught,
assessed and reported on.

The Technologies: Design Technology

In this unit, students will explore how plants and animals are grown for food, clothing, and shelter, and
examine how farms meet peoples’ needs.
